There isn’t a whole lot to talk about this time of
year although there are two noteworthy
discussions Karen and | have been having:

The first is about the General Meeting, which is
scheduled for January 8 at 1830 with Linda Seal
and Joan Bonner coordinating the meal (as
usual, dessert donations are welcome).

The other subject of conversation was centered
on the new communication possibilities with
VHF radio. We purchased a new radio last
season, and got our MMSI (Mobile Maritime
Service Identity) number and would encourage
all of you to do the same. This number allows
you to use the DSC (Digital Selective Calling)
feature of the new radio. The automated distress
call identifies your boat by name and

- description as well as sending out
your exact GPS location. The
other feature of having this
number is that it works pretty
much like a telephone number
when you use it to hail another craft. Only the
craft you are calling will hear the hail, though
the conversation after contact is established is
still an open (heard by all on that channel)
communication. It would be a great way to
contact other USPS members while out on the
water and might even lead to impromptu
rendezvous (sounds like fun, huh?). With this in
mind, we would like to have a database
compiled of the MMSI numbers for the
squadron. If you already have one or when you
get one, please forward it to the roster keeper
(Karen Arcisz) to log. For more information

The USPS Boat Operator’s

Certification Program was developed to certify

USPS members at various levels of recreational
boating proficiency. The plan is to have certain
USPS certifications meet the requirements of UN
Resolution 40, International Certificate for the

Operation of Pleasure Cratft.

Certification could be beneficial when renting or
chartering a boat, especially in foreign countries.
There could be other advantages, such as
obtaining insurance and speaking in public.

There are four levels of navigator certification:
Inland, Coastal, Advanced Coastal, and Offshore.
USPS hopes to have at least one certifier per
squadron.

Certifiers must meet several requirements
including: Be nominated by the SEO or DEO, be
a USPS Certified Instructor, hold the grade of AP
or above, and demonstrate on-the-water skills. If
you are interested in becoming a Certifier, please
contact me. | have the Certifier's Manual and

other information to get you started. You may

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COOPERATIVE CHARTING
Submitted by P/D/C Jim Curran,

Last Spring, our District Commander asked me to
take over as chair of District Co-op Charting
Committee. | agreed to, with reservations.

In the late 1980's, when 1 first started working on

this committee, it was done using paper and
pen. For the last few years, data input is done
entirely on the computer. This is a much faster and
more efficient method, dependent on the skill, or
lack thereof, on the part of the person doing data
input. | was surprised to observe that no one else in
the district had submitted a report this

reports for updates to the Small Craft Chart,
Portsmouth Harbor to Boston Harbor, Nautical

Chart # 13274. However, upon submitting the
reports, it was determined that one required
attachment is a "chartlet”, or a small portion of the
chart in question, to be attached to the report. The
chartlet would show the location of the marina in

the report.

If any of you have, or know of someone with, skills
just slightly beyond e-mail please contact me for
some tutorial assistance.

Personally, | feel that this process is a valuable
public service, especially for new boaters or for
people going through our area. At our recent
District Conference, | mentioned the two charts
adopted by District 18 — 13274 (mentioned above)
and 13275, Salem and Lynn Harbors. Two of the
reports submitted reported changes to the docks
shown on the charts so significant that it might
confuse a travelling boater. For the two adopted
charts, we must submit periodic chart corrections
in order to maintain our "adoption" of the

charts. Also, reports must be timely, or the

report credit will be reduced to zero after 90 days.

Some of you may not realize that commercial
shipping, such as the coal ship going to the power
station next to Winter Island in Salem, gets the first
attention of NOAA ships for chart
corrections. When the Harbor Pilot reported
shoaling in the channel used by the coal ship, the

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VESSEL SAFETY CHECKS

With the pending merger of the Gloucester and
Beverly Squadrons, we have gone up to a fifty
percent squadron safety check participation rate
within D-18. In reality, Beverly and Marblehead
are still the only two squadrons patrticipating in
the Vessel Safety Check program; Broad Sound
and Merrimac Valley have no Vessel Examiners.

In practical terms, this also means Beverly has
about 50 more members, and should train
another five or so Vessel Examiners as soon as
possible.

Over this coming winter, please consider
reviewing the VSC Manual, which you can
download from the VSC site atww.usps.org.
You can take the on line exam as many times as
needed to get a passing score. If for any reason
the on line exam does not work for you, please
feel free to contact me beginning in early
February. | will help you secure a ‘pencil and
paper’ test.

Early in the boating season, we can begin doing
the required five supervised VSC's for those who
pass either exam.

Also, Walter Riley of Beverly and Alexander
Falk of Marblehead might be able to be of
assistance with your study or scheduling.

Editor’'s note:

You can also support the VSC program by
scheduling your Vessel Safety Check with any of
our Vessel Examiners: Jim Curran, Walter Riley,
Dick Salter, Herb Ryan, or Karen Arcisz. The
Vessel Check can be done after January 1, as
soon as you have all your safety equipment
onboard — you don’t even have to be on the water
yet.
